Scrapbook Factory Deluxe 4.0 is a software package which allows you to do digital scrap-
booking. Using this program and a high quality printer lets you create some pretty sophisticated
scrapbook pages with your digital photos. It is the number one selling scrapbook software on the
market.

The program allows you to use a template to setup a page or you can go freeform. There
are over 6,000 template to choose from. If you decide to go freeform you can choose your own
borders and backgrounds. Freeform allows you more creativity and choice. However for
simplicity and easy startup choose a template. At the March meeting I will show you how to
create a page from a template as well as how to do things freeform. I purchased this program so
my wife and I could better organize our digital photos. We like to travel so we try to create
scrapbook pages that highlight the trips we have taken. I will bring some samples to show what
we have done.

Technology keeps advancing bringing us faster, better ways to use our computers. Data
transfer is one thing that is evolving. The following equipment offers some exciting advances.

Sometime in March we should see USB 3.0 on newer mot
new computer or mother board you may still be able to utilize the 3.0 technology by adding a
PCI Express card. USB 3.0"s expected maxi mum speed

faster than the 480Mbps limit of the 2.0 spec. Speed will be limited by hard drives or other
storage devices ability to write data that quickly. Solid state devices will benefit most from the
speed boost, while magnetic hard disks will be limited by their RPM and corresponding read/
write speeds. Look for new Mass Storage Device drivers to be developed so your OS can take
advantage of the spec.

Another benefit to new 3.0 enabled motherboards will be their increased power and ability to

charge devices faster. The USB-IF recognizes the growing number of portable devices that

charge via USB (cell phones, MP3 players, digital cameras, etc.), and have increased the power
output from about 100 milliamps to 900 milliamps. Yo
from a single hub and the increased current will let you charge up heftier hardware than 2.0

would handle.

We can now add wireless capability to digital cameras that use an SD card. The new Eye Fi

card comes with a USB card reader. Connect it to your computer with the card inserted and it
installs the software needed to access your camera through a wireless network. Once the soft-

ware is installed, you have choices of places to upload to that include your home computer or

I ncluded are Google’'s Picasa Web, -Maatcand Yookube. While alt e r
cards will handle jpeg files, the upper priced cards can handle video and raw files as well as geo
tagging in most major cities. Eye Fi’'s more expensi
Wayport wireless places including most McDonalds. With hot spot access the camera will up-

load directly to your chosen internet sites without having your computer turned on. This feature

is free for the first year and then $14.99 a year after that. Cards run from $49 to $149 and yes
there’s an App for your i Phone.

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How to Forward Emails Appropriately

A computer expert received the following directly from a system administrator for a corporate
system. It is an excellent message that ABSOLUTELY applies to ALL of us who send emails.
Pl ease read the short |l etter bel ow, even i f youdre s

Do you really know how to forward emails? 50% of us do, 50% DO NOT.

Do you wonder why you get viruses or junk mail? Every time you forward an email there is in-
formation left over from the people who got the message before you, namely their email ad-

dresses and names. As the messages get forwarded along, the list of addresses builds, and

builds, and builds, and all it takes is for some poor sap to get a virus, and his or her computer

can send that virus to every email address that has come across his computer. Or, someone

can take all of those addresses and sell them or send junk

mail to them in the hopes that you will go to the site and he will make five cents for each hit.
That’'s right, all of that inconvenience over a nicke

How do you stop it? Here are several easy steps:

(1) You MUST <click the —Forward: button first and th
against the body and headers of the message. When you forward an email,

DELETE all the other addresses that appear in the bo
right, DELETE them. Highlight them and delete them, backspace them, cut

them, whatever it is you know how to do. It only takes a second.

(2) Whenever you send an email to more than one person, do NOT use the To: or CC: fields for
adding email addresses. Always use the BCC: (blind carbon copy) field for listing the email ad-
dresses. This is the way the people you send to will only see their own email address. If you

don’t see your BCC: option, c¢click on where it says T
the address and choose BCC: and that’'s it, it’s that
will automatically say —Undisclosed Recipientsll in t
( 3) Remove and —FW:. I in the subject I|Iine. You can r
spelling.

(4) ALWAYS hit your Forward button from the actual email you are reading. Ever get those
emails that you have to open 10 pages to read the one page with the information on it? By For-
warding from the actual page you wish someone to view, you stop them from having to open
many emails just to see what you sent.

(5) Have you ever gotten an email that is a petition? It states a position and asks you to add
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your name and address and to forward it to 10 or 15 people or your entire address book. The
email can be forwarded on and on and can collect thousands of names and addresses.

FACT: The completed petition is actually worth a couple of bucks to a professional spammer be-
cause of the wealth of valid names and email addresses contained therein.

If you want to support the petition, send it as your own personal letter to the intended recipi-
ent. Your position may carry more weight as a personal letter than a laundry list

of names and emai l addresses on a petition. (Actuall
send the petition in to whatever cause it supports?
emai | is being traced, it just ain’t sol)
